Lakewood Public Schools will pay any new driver a $250 SIGNING

BONUS after they have driven for the district for 30 school days and

ANOTHER $250 after driving 90 school days.  

Though districts in Michigan are not required to provide school bus

transportation, our families rely on it and we want to provide it on a

daily basis for we know it is an important aspect of teaching and

learning as well.
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For the week ending March 5 2021, we have been notified of one

new positive cases and 13 close contacts.
